Dom Helder Camara (b.1909 — d. Aug, 1999) * Bishop of Recife , Brazil, worked tirelessly for the
poor of his diocese.

St. Josephine Bakhita (Feast Day) - Born in Sudan, Josephine was kidnapped at the age of
seven and sold into slavery. She was re-sold many times, experiencing the humiliations and
sufferings of slavery, both physical and moral.

World Day of Prayer and Fasting for the end of Human Trafficking - (Pope Francis) . We join
Pope Francis and Catholics worldwide in praying for the end of human trafficking.

We pray for the end of violence in Central African Republic, especially for the release of 3500
child soldiers and the return of 400,000 refugees.
